We 
are over 80% of our goal, but it is imperative we raise 
the remainder of needed funds by early November so 
Phase II may begin.

 Kim Ball began attending the Boys Club as a baby (his 
mother was the secretary and she kept him on a pallet under 
her desk), and continued his membership throughout his 
school aged years. 
 He worked the snack bar as a teen and later became 
the lifeguard, which he worked as for several summers. He 
also worked the gamesroom, library, and woodshop. He was 
the Assistant Branch Director at the Northwest Club until he 
graduated from Midwestern State University summa cum 
laude with a double major in Sociology and Psychology.  
 Kim later went to the University of North Texas  to 
pursue his Masters in Sociology. In 1975, he returned to 
Wichita Falls and came back to work at the Northwest Boys 
Club as Assistant Director again, continuing to work on his 
Masters in Denton. He was working at Southeast on Terrible 
Tuesday in 1979, but remembers the week before a young man 
came back and thanked him for helping him as a teen. Not only 
did that make Kim’s day, but it made his life, as that day he 
decided that the Boys Club work was his calling.

Remember When… 
 In our Spring issue, we reminded you of the circus act that the Boys Club 
had. That sparked the memory of a former member of that troupe, David 
Anderson. Mr. Anderson wrote us a letter further enlightening us on the Bud 
Lucas Troupe. We decided it best just to share the letter with you, along with 
some pictures Mr. Anderson included. 
 July 29, 2006, Thanks for continuing to send “Positive Connections” to me regularly, 

after all these years. I still recognize some names from years ago in the publication. 

 About the article “Remember When” and the ‘Bud Lucas Troupe’. Bud Lucas came to 

Wichita Falls about 1945 from Gainesville, Texas, where he had been associated with the 

Gainesville Community Circus and had performed with it. He kept his zeal for circus work 

alive by getting a nucleus of people interested in putting on a show similar to the Gainesville 

Circus, but on a smaller scale.  

 I was hanging around the Boys Club gym and got involved in some hand-balancing and some trampoline work and about 

1946 or so, Bud put together a group of people who were interested in working toward a performing group. Through the most 

good graces of M. Graham Ball (a man who should be most revered), Bud was able to get his group together after closing time 

(9:00 p.m.) and we would work our routines until we perfected them or we felt it was time to quit for that night and return for 

the next workout for more practice.  

 Following is a list of people who worked very hard to learn some skills required of circus performance. This group was 

the beginning (about 1946-1947): Bud Lucas, William W. Wood, Irving ‘Lee’ Rudley, Melba Moore, Al Pio, John C. Moore, 

Raymond E. Long, and David M. ‘Curley’ Anderson. This group and others who 

came and went over the four year period I was associated with the Lucas Troupe 

were the foundation for the creation of and success of the Lucas Troupe. The 

“Troop” traveled and performed in north Texas and central Oklahoma and even 

made a little money. Bud’s focus was on the teeterboard act which was his fa-

vorite. 

 I am now 75 years old and to this day I remember many of the lessons 

learned at the Wichita Falls Boys Club, but the most important lesson of all was 

that the Boys Club staff and patron saints had made an environment where kids 

could develop an interest in many skills and could feel at home there and learn 

to become productive, law-abiding citizens. Thanks for your indulgence. Keep 

up the good work!
